Jury Session Guidelines
It is SACA’s responsibility to assess artwork when we sponsor a booth in a juried show – such as the TMA shows held each spring and fall.  When we advertise a “juried show,” patrons expect to see top-notch work, and that alone is a draw for increased attendance.  There are standards of good workmanship to which every clay artist should aspire, and we take seriously our role in helping show participants do their best with their finest work.

There is a small fee of $5 to be juried, and there is a form to complete on each piece you submit.  Print out, complete, and bring with you one copy of the attached form for each piece you bring to the jury session.  Here are the things to keep in mind when bringing your work to a jury session or a juried show.

Bring your best work, not seconds.  Jurying will focus on high-quality workmanship.  Make sure all pieces are clean and free of dust, soot, dirt, smudges, and fingerprints.  

Construction:  Work must show integrity.  It must be technically sound – no cracks, S-cracks, chips, splitting seams, uneven walls, sharp edges or obvious repairs.  Standing pieces must have a stable base or footing and stand on their own.  All clay work should have a finished appearance with smooth bottoms.  
Functionality:  All pieces need to function well as intended.  Raku pieces are not food safe so all raku pieces must be marked as not food safe (use paint or permanent marker or enclose an information sheet about proper usage).  Clay work intended for food or drink must have food-safe glazes and functional forms.  Hanging pieces must have sound hanging devices.  Vases must be able to hold water or be permanently labeled as otherwise.  

Glazing:  Glazes should be applied appropriately for the piece.   Clay work should have no glazing flaws such as over-runs or sharp edges, and no crackling, bubbling, crawling, or pin holes except when intended for special effects.  

Aesthetics:  Work should display an understanding of the elements and principals of good design (shape, line, color, texture, balance and composition.)  Construction and/or glazing must show the artist’s individuality, creativity and knowledge of the medium.  
Jury Sessions Held Twice a Year: January and September
Jury Day:  Plan to set up your display of 3-5 pieces starting at 10 am.  Plan to leave the premises by 11 am.  Judging will take place starting at that time and will be finished by 2 pm.  You may retrieve your pieces between 2 and 3 pm.  You will receive notification about your jury status via email the following day along with comments from the judges about your pieces.
