Cathi Jefferson, Canadian potter and sculptor, is coming to
Tucson to give a workshop to SACA members and their guests
next fall. Although most details have yet to be worked out, the
workshop is scheduled for October 22 and 23, 2011.

Cathi makes both functional ware and sculptural pieces and
decorates them with images derived from the massive trees and
other forest elements that surround her home and studio on
south Victoria Island, British Columbia. Her work is featured in
many books on clay, and she has exhibited and taught widely
throughout Canada and the U.S.

Shino Man to Give Tucson Workshop

Malcolm Davis, the foremost user and developer of shino glazes in the
U.S., will give a workshop in Tucson a year from now.

Malcolm started out his adult life as a minister of God, but became a
proselytizer of shino glazes after he discovered clay in an adult
education class. Working only with porcelain, he uses close to 100
different recipes for shino glazes. He fires them in a reduction kiln to
get carbon trapping, his most famous trademark.

Malcolm Davis has had to educate the public about shino, a traditional
Japanese glaze that ranges in color from white to orange. Many people
say that shino is a glaze that only potters love, but Malcolm has spent
more than 20 years attempting to extend an awareness of the glaze’s
beauty to others.

In this workshop, Malcolm will demonstrate some of his throwing
techniques, but the main thrust of the two-day hands on presentation
will be the mixing, glazing and firing of shino glazes in a reduction firing.

Joni invited us to provide cone 10 bisqueware to fire in
her new salt kiln. Prior to the workshop on Saturday,
participants were required to glaze (or not) and decorate
any pots they wanted to have fired. Participants glazed in
their own studios, at other studios around town or went
out to Joni’s ahead of time to use her glazes. Joni brought
some of her glazes into town for some of us to use to
prepare our pots. She then came in to town and collected

4l the pots that had not been left at her house, put wads

on all of them and loaded them into the kiln. When we
arrived at her home in Vail at noon on Saturday, the kiln
was well on its way to reaching cone 10.

During the afternoon, Joni entertained and amazed us
with her throwing skills. She made two large multiple-
piece pots which she later joined, and many other smaller

 pieces. At one point, she asked each of us to describe a

shape for a mug which she proceeded to make. She
turned out mugs, all different, for all 20 of us! After they
set up slightly, we put handles on our designated mugs.
She also made a couple of slab platters and a wall plaque.

After a pot luck dinner, we all went out to throw salt into
the kiln. Joni said she turned off the kiln at 7 P.M. A week
later, we all gathered at Glennda Neff’s house where all
the pots from the kiln had been brought. We were thus
able to see all the pots that had been fired.

Joni has said she would repeat this as a yearly event if
there is enough interest. From the response of the
participants, there is plenty. She has also invited us to put
pots into another salt firing in February, this time without
a workshop.

Ready to Salt
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Decorating
with
Marcy Wrenn

A charming and generous Marcy
Wrenn gave away all her
decorating secrets at a workshop
on February 12 and 13 at her
studio. Mixing up both cone 5-6
glazes and her usual cone 10
glazes, Marcy made up test tiles
showing all combinations for us to
experiment with.

In this two-day workshop, Marcy spent the first
demonstrating, illustrating and discussing all types of
decoration, from ways of creating texture on soft or
leather hard clay, to creating sponge stamps to add
distinction to glazed bisque ware. The second day, we
tried as many of her ideas as we could crowd onto a
small platter that Marcy had made and bisqued for
each of us.

Marcy fired all the pots in either her electric kiln or the
gas kiln she built herself over 20 years ago. We
gathered a week later to pick up our pots and to see the
variety of results from the glazes and decorating we had
learned from Marcy.
